During my time at UArts, I became the “go to” person to direct anything interdisciplinary in the school at large, generally between the School of Music, the School of Visual Arts, and the School of Dance. I directed a production of “Carmina Burana” with 150 musicians and singers and 60 dancers. I conceived and choreographed the entire production, designed the sets, designed, and built the costumes and oversaw and coordinated the entire production team and budget.  It was the largest and most successful production produced at UArts at that time. I also directed a production of “Porgy and Bess Suite” and “Hollywood Tribute” with similar numbers and duties. These productions not only gave the population at large a feeling of belonging, but they raised the bar for everyone involved and gave them a sense of accomplishment they hadn’t experienced thus far.

At UArts, I was highly involved in graduate placement, and I was instrumental in placing dancers in high profile dance companies, often before they graduated. Utilizing my connections, these dancers secured positions in Complexions Contemporary Ballet Company, David Parsons Company, Twyla Tharp and several Broadway shows.

In 2008, after years of rewarding scholarship money to students that were not as invested in their Dance education as Uarts was in them, it occurred to me that I had a more effective way of recruiting committed dancers. 

I work for an organization called New York City Dance Alliance. It is an education-based Dance Convention business, and we travel to approximately 25 cities each year on the weekends. We conduct dance classes all weekend long, along with competition. I felt that, because of my work with this organization, I was able to watch these dancers grow in their art and grow as human beings. I had the unique perspective to know these dancers work ethic years in advance of their college experience. I was able to convince the President and the Vice President of Finance of UArts, The Dean of Performing Arts and the Director of the School of Dance, to empower me to spend the School’s  scholarship dollars where I was certain that we could recruit committed and extremely gifted Dancers. Awarding Scholarship at the New York City Dance Alliance national event, proved enormously successful, leading to the best dancers attending UArts. That year, I awarded $500,000.00 to worthy students. From that moment forward, when I joined Pace faculty as a Lecturer, Rhonda Miller and I adopted this practice, and as a result, Pace Commercial Dance is in the forefront of recruiting exemplary Dance Artists. We have become one of the most prestigious Dance Programs in the Country.
